2.  Top Chef Game

Call two students to the front of the room.  Rules of the game- person 1 identifies how many things they can say about an object you choose.  EG) 6.  Person 2 either says (Okay, go ahead) or says, 7.  The game starts once someone has said go ahead.  If the person who tries in fact gets the amount, they win.  If they don't, the other one wins.  The goal is to get up to a pretty hard number before you try to do it (usually 10+).

	Connection
	This unit we will be looking deeply at six different traits that make writing excellent (show on board).  We will be spending two days per trait in order to become familiar with the vocabulary of that trait and distinguish it from the other traits.  

	Purpose
	Like the poem that we read today, we are going to brainstorm as many different ideas that we can about something very regular in your lives.  A locker is something pretty regular.  But, who remembers some of the different things that they "found" in their locker? ( Students share) The key trait today is IDEAS and we will be focusing on LOTS OF DIFFERENT IDEAS.

	Mini Lesson
	In the locker poem, the writer was able to identify so many different things about something really mundane.  We will be doing the same things ourselves.  Watch as I try to brainstorm as many things as I can about a stapler.  It’s not as easy as it seems.

(Think-Aloud on Board)

· It's black and metal

· You use it to put things together

· It holds staples

· It makes a loud sound when I staple something

Ask: What do you notice so far about the type of entries I am making? (Visual, obvious, 5 senses)

· It would hurt if I stapled myself

· I remember a time my dad stapled his finger to the wall with a staple gun

Ask: What are different about these entries (T-S, memory based)

· I hate it when the stapler doesn't work in the copy machine. That's really frustrating.  I wish I didn't have to deal with that kind of stuff.

· People's whose jobs are to staple things all day must hate their job!

· If I were a staple, I would just use a little bit of sticky stuff instead of the metal bars that get stuck.

· It would be like a little bit of glue or gum and would stick the papers together.

· That way it wouldn't hurt if I accidentally staple myself and it wouldn't get all clogged up.

Ask: What did I do now?

· Imagine I was a stapler.  Someone kept hitting my head.  Bam! Spit! Bam! Spit! I would get clogged up, too.  It would make the person stop Bamming me on the head!  

· "Wait, not so fast mister… I'm going to get the little stapler stuck and then you're going to try to get it out and then I'll BAM You!"

While teacher is doing a write aloud, students are writing the different ways that they notice the teacher tried to brainstorm DIFFERENT ideas.  They share out.

	QTIDWTFTA
	Let's say I only wrote everything I saw about the stapler down on paper.  Why would that not be a very exciting brainstorm? Which entry would you be inspired to write a short essay on? Why?

	Guided Practice
	With your partner, generate 3 more bullet points about the stapler.  Try to use criteria that we haven't used yet.

	Independent Practice
	Students generate 40 ideas that they have about a pencil, following the criteria for success.

	Share
	Student identifies the 5 ideas that they would be most excited to write about.

	Closing
	Just like we did today, great writers do two things:

1.  They try to capture something special out of the ordinary.

2.  They push themselves to brainstorm as many DIFFERENT ideas as possible so that ultimately they have some cool ones to develop on their own.

Tomorrow, you will be developing one of those ideas!
